Teacher to model an example first.
	Section to highlight.

	Returning to the text: developing response
	Discuss the effect of the words / phrases underlined. 
Choose one word / phrase which you felt was a powerful description.  
	

	Review: reading targets and next steps

	How did the author create suspense? Can you make up a similar sentence which would fit into this description? 
Next steps – continue to read closely and look for examples of author’s use of sentence length and powerful description to create particular effects.
