	Recap story so far. Characteristics of main characters & prediction about where plot might lead.

	Recap the following reading strategies:

	Independent reading and related task
	Re-read the section about the snooker challenge. Discuss double meanings in the challenge –good v. evil. 
Underline phrases which emphasise the challenge / conflict e.g. “they were still a direct challenge.” “My father was a gambling man.” “don’t expect to get rich” “Alex wondered if he was being tested.” 


	Section to underline. 

	Returning to the text: developing response
	Look at the description of Yassen – read between the lines to find quotes which show his character e.g. “He darted forward along the jetty, moving like a cat.”
	

	Review: reading targets and next steps

	How does the author create a sense of challenge / conflict between Sayle and Alex? How is the character of Yassen being set up as an arch-enemy? 
Next steps – continue to read between the lines especially when characters are being described or are talking to each other.
