	Re-read then re-write the section “he stopped and … and lay still.” in the first person as Alex. 
Read to partner – convey sense of danger as you read. 
	

	Returning to the text: developing response
	Write down 3 thought bubbles for Alex at beginning, middle & end of chapter.
	Speech bubbles.

	Review: reading targets and next steps

	How is Alex feeling at the end of the chapter? Prediction – what will he do next as he can’t return. 
Next steps – continue to think about how Alex is feeling at key moments. Think about how you would feel in the same situation.
