	LESSON OBJECTIVES

Y8
R4 – review their developing skills as active, critical readers who search for meaning using a 
         range of reading strategies 

R14 – recognise the conventions of some common literary forms 

Aims - To introduce pupils to the idea of guided reading at secondary school

          - To give pupils some background to the novel.


	LESSON 1
STARTER

Pairs read intro from graphic novel. Explain this section does not appear in the novel as the graphic novel is a ‘tie in’ with the film.
Discuss how reading a comic is different from reading a novel eg sometimes have to read down twice bfore across; quick moving; fewer words; sound effects etc. 



	INTRODUCTION

What reading strategies did you use to work out the meaning if you didn’t know them already?

Brief explanation of guided reading - remind them they’ve done it at primary school. Establish ground rules.
What do they know already about Alex Rider eg have they read any of the books, seen the film?


	DEVELOPMENT / INDEPENDENT WORK
Introduce idea that novel, like a cartoon, will be full of action and fast moving with lots of time slips, but the actual words themselves won’t be too difficult. (There are also some small diagrams  / pictures to help you visualise some parts. 
What reading strategies do they know now? – hear some egs.
In pairs do reading strategies card sort.
Pairs predict what is going to happen in the novel based on the intro from the graphic novel. Why are there no words on the last page apart from ‘Bang Bang’? 



	PLENARY

Pairs identify which reading strategies they have used this lesson. 


	HOMEWORK

Go to the library or look on the Internet and try and find as many different examples of spy novels as you can. Who are the main writers?


	RESOURCES

Extract from graphic novel version of ‘Stormbreaker’. 
Reading strategies card sort.

	ASSESSMENT

Plenary will show pupils have reviewed their knowledge of reading strategies.
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
