	LESSON OBJECTIVES

Y8
R5 – trace the development of themes, values or ideas in texts.

R10 – analyse the overall structure of a text to identify how key ideas are developed.

R14 – recognise the conventions of some common literary forms. 

Aims - To understand use of various plot devices to keep the momentum in a novel. 
         - To explore how an author creates a ‘hero’ in a novel. 


	LESSON 4
STARTER

Write down three questions you would like to ask Anthony Horowitz about his creation of ‘Alex’.


	INTRODUCTION

Chapters 4-5. (Either read, select extracts from, or read in another lesson). 
Why is chapter 5 important to the novel? Why is the time scale compressed in this chapter? Use of flashback technique to compress timescale. 


	DEVELOPMENT / INDEPENDENT WORK
3rd guided group works with teacher (see separate guided lesson plan).
Rest of class – In chapter 5 find examples where Alex’s youth is emphasised eg ‘swapped Gap combat trousers for the real thing’; ‘Alex had already decided that the man was even worse than his geography teacher.’
Whole class – Read the interview with Anthony Horowitz. Hotseat the teacher as Anthony Horowitz using questions from the starter. Allow time for pupils to amend their questions in light of the work done this lesson. Is Alex a modern day hero? 


	PLENARY

(Allow time for the guided group and whole class to report back on what they have been doing. this could be a summary given by nominated pupils or by the teacher). 
Conscience alley – 1 pupil be Alex. Half the class try to persuade Alex to say yes to working for MI6 and the other half persuade him to say no. 


	HOMEWORK

Write a paragraph explaining whether you would say yes or no to working for MI6 and why – include which personal qualities you have / don’t have which would make you suitable / not suitable for the job. 


	RESOURCES

Interview with Anthony Horowitz. 


	ASSESSMENT

Teacher Q+A will assess knowledge of plot devices. Conscience alley will determine pupils’ level of engagement with the main character. 
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
