	LESSON OBJECTIVES

Y8

Aims - To explore different ways the spy genre has been presented by different writers.



	LESSON 5
STARTER

Give pairs one of Alex’s gadgets eg yo-yo, zit cream. Pairs have to explain to class how this gadget might be useful to Alex.


	INTRODUCTION

Chapters 6-7. (Either read, select extracts from, or read in another lesson).

Compare predictions about gadgets (yo-yo, zit cream etc) with the explanations in chapter 6. Reminder about importance of appearance and reality. 


	DEVELOPMENT / INDEPENDENT WORK
4th guided group works with teacher (see separate guided lesson plan).
Rest of class – Compare extracts from older spy novels with this novel especially pgs 83-87, from ‘Mrs Jones was waiting …’ to ‘I’ll read it in bed.’ Half the class to be given ‘The Thirty Nine Steps’ and the other half an extract from ‘Diamonds Are Forever’. Look at sentence length and words which give a sense of era. What do you learn about the ‘heroes’ in each extract eg about their personal qualities. Link to previous lesson.

	PLENARY

(Allow time for the guided group and whole class to report back on what they have been doing. this could be a summary given by nominated pupils or by the teacher).

	HOMEWORK
