	LESSON OBJECTIVES

Aims - To use the reading strategy of prediction when reading a novel. 
          - To explore how an author create a ‘rounded’ character. 


	LESSON 6
STARTER

List of character quotes – who’s who?


	INTRODUCTION

Chapters 8-9. (Either read, select extracts from, or read in another lesson).

Discuss with class how Ian Rider is being ‘kept alive’ in the novel. Which of his uncle’s characteristics is Alex displaying?


	DEVELOPMENT / INDEPENDENT WORK
5th guided group works with teacher (see separate guided lesson plan).
Rest of class – Predict what lies behind the metal door / what Sayle’s plan is / what the submarine’s cargo will be. 
Whole class –  What aspects of Alex’s / Herod’s characters are revealed in the snooker challenge? Why do you think this section was put in the novel? Eg hints of challenge to come. How does this make the characters seem more real to us?


	PLENARY

(Allow time for the guided group and whole class to report back on what they have been doing. this could be a summary given by nominated pupils or by the teacher). 
Make a list of questions Alex needs to find the answers to in these chapters. Who does he need to get the answers from? Eg what’s this a diagram of? Needs to ask his dead uncle! These questions will be answered in the next chapters (prediction work). 


	HOMEWORK

Invent another character for the novel – goodie or baddie. Write a paragraph which tells us something about them – it must be in the same style as the novel.


	RESOURCES

List of character quotes from ‘Teachit’. 

	ASSESSMENT

Teacher Q+A will show pupils’ prediction skills. Homework will show whether pupils have understood how to create a ‘rounded’ character. 
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
