	LESSON OBJECTIVES

Y8
R7 – identify the ways implied and explicit meanings are conveyed in different texts.
R10 – analyse the overall structure of a text to identify how key ideas are developed.
Aims - To explore techniques used, at word and sentence level, by an author to create suspense in a novel. 


	LESSON 7
STARTER

Cloze exercise pg 139. Take out imagery, adjectives and adverbs, pupils to put own back in. From ‘He hit …’ to ‘… across his face.’ Pupils compare their ideas with the author’s. How does the author’s choice of vocabulary add to the tension?


	INTRODUCTION

Chapters 10-12. (Either read, select extracts from, or read in another lesson).

Now that Sayle’s plan is revealed is it what you predicted it might be?


	DEVELOPMENT / INDEPENDENT WORK
6th guided group works with teacher (see separate guided lesson plan).
Rest of class – Using the map of the mine plot Alex’s progress (in page numbers). 
Whole class – Pairs read second to last paragraph of chapter 12 with punctuation taken out. Pupils decide where to put punctuation back in. From ‘Keeping low ...’ to ‘ – ago.’ Discuss the effect of this punctuation by the author.


	PLENARY

(Allow time for the guided group and whole class to report back on what they have been doing. this could be a summary given by nominated pupils or by the teacher). 
Pick out which section, from chapters 10-12, you thought had the most suspense in it. Explain your answer.



	HOMEWORK

There is a lot of suspense, drama and action in this novel. Argue for or against the statement -  ‘Alex Rider novels are not for girls.’ Include the point that there is only one female character in the novel.

	ASSESSMENT

Plenary should show pupils picking out elements of vocabulary, sentence length and punctuation to back up their answers. 
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
