	LESSON OBJECTIVES

Aims - To analyse the closing chapters of a novel for clues as to the ending. 


	LESSON 8
STARTER

Using the chapter titles as clues, predict how the novel is going to end. 


	INTRODUCTION

Chapters 13-15. (Either read, select extracts from, or read in another lesson).

Discuss how the chase sequence is written to create movement / a sense of danger. 



	DEVELOPMENT / INDEPENDENT WORK
7th guided group works with teacher (see separate guided lesson plan).
Rest of class –  Chapter 13 looks good on film but is the jellyfish episode too OTT? You decide. Compare film reviews. Do they look favourably on the film or not – and how do you know? Pick out quotes which show that the reviewer liked / didn’t like aspects of the film. 
Whole class – Read intro to chapter 13 from ‘They came for Alex ...’ to ‘He was the April Fool.’
One pupil be Alex, the rest of the class write thought bubbles to show what he might be thinking at that point. How has Alex changed during the course of the novel?


	PLENARY

(Allow time for the guided group and whole class to report back on what they have been doing. this could be a summary given by nominated pupils or by the teacher). 
Think, pair, share these questions: How has the author begun to draw the threads of the story together ready for the closing chapters? Were your predictions right for these chapters?

Storyboard the chase sequence in chapter 15.

	ASSESSMENT
