Aims - To analyse a novel’s denouement and understand how the author brought the reader to that point. 


	LESSON 9
STARTER

Look up synonyms for adventure.


	INTRODUCTION

Chapters 16-17. (Either read, select extracts from, or read in another lesson).

Take pupils’ reactions to the ending. Were your predictions for the ending accurate? Were you disappointed / surprised? Will you read the sequel ‘Point Blanc’?


	DEVELOPMENT / INDEPENDENT WORK
8th guided group works with teacher (see separate guided lesson plan).
Rest of class – Look at blurbs from the novel and the graphic novel. How are they the same / different? Which do you like best? Write your own blurb.
Whole class – Pairs read the end of the graphic novel. This wasn’t in the original novel, but is in the film. Why is this? What does this add to / take away from the story? How does this set up for a sequel? Is this ending better than the original?


	PLENARY

(Allow time for the guided group and whole class to report back on what they have been doing. this could be a summary given by nominated pupils or by the teacher). 
Think, pair, share – did you enjoy the novel or not? What did you think of the ending?


	HOMEWORK

Write a summary of the novel in 50 words, then 10, then 5.
